e CBC, urea, creatinine, electrolytes, liver function tests, as per physician order

¢ lanreotide must be stored in the fridge between 2 to 8 degrees Celsius

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

o Prior to first dose of lanreotide, a test dose of octreotide immediate release (usual 50 mcg) is administered
subcutaneously followed by an observation period, as per physician order

o If administered in the treatment room, patient needs to bring their own supply of prefilled syringe (Somatuline®
Depot)

¢ lanreotide can cause cholelithiasis and increased blood sugar
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
